When CRN was launched in 1996, only 15% of all Japanese households had computers and 3% were cannected to the Internet. By 2003, his had risen (o
78% und 88%, respecuvely. Clearly. the Internet has become as indispensable for our daily lives as electricity and gas.

CRN has come a long way since the early experimental days. Our goal then was to increase the number of website visitors by becoming a well-known source
of dependable information on children. Now CRN is growing in content, too. with the inauguration of the Japan Society of Child Science last year and a
Chinese-language website and other exchanges in China.

As Web communities grow in diversity, they have to meet high standards of social responsibility, ethics and eredibility. Today when regulur users include miot
only adalts. but many children, it is all the more necessary 1o think about how the Iniernet should be used in the future. We want to do this with our friends all
over the world who care about children. too. Weh communities have enormous potential and we hope to rake advantage of all the possibilities, however small.
to make a meaningful contribution.
