The First Annual Conference of
the Japanese Society of Child Science

Stimulating Discussions between
Researchers and Media Producers

The Japanese Society of Child Science held its first annual eonference
in September 2004, which was attended by both Society members and a
broad segment of the general public. When discussing children’s
problems, we need to temporarily put aside our pedagogical concerns
and take a good look at the realities of children’s daily lives. We need Lo
continually shift between a close-up view and wide-range perspective,
zooming in on the situation from the child’s point of view and then
pulling back to consider what we can do and teach them as adults.

The theme of the two-day conference was “Today’s Media Society and
Children” which addressed important issues related to children and the
media as a formative environment for children today. Professor Yoichi
Sakakihara, Ochanomizu Women’s University, presided over the
conference. The first symposium was entutled “Media Exposure: Good
and Bad for Infants?" and researchers presented data demonstrating the
adverse effect of extensive TV exposure on infant development. Based
on a study of 1200 parents of infants under the age of one, Professor
Masumi Sugawara of Ochanomizu Women's University reported that
infants over seven months were exposed to an average of nearly four
hours of TV and video per day. but there appeared to be no correlation
between length of exposure and physical and mental development. On
the other hand, Dr. Masako Tanimura, studied 1900 families with
children one and a half years of age and found that the children who
watched TV for four or more hours a day tended to begin making
intelligible utterances much later, and watching with the parents did not
affect the resull.

Young children’s media exposure has alse been related to some
pathology and quite a few experts warned against excessive exposure. At
the same, a number of participants pointed out that child development is
a complex process in which causal factors are difficult to identify. [t was
also noted that no scientific evidence indicates that TV exposure causes
autism as sometimes claimed. that TV exposure in itself is not the cause
of delayed development, but that lengthy TV exposure may actually
result from problems in child-rearing, and that media exposure must
surely have merits. The Japanese government and broadeasting research
institutes have begun research on children and TV viewing. This
indicates the need to make judgments based on verifiable data and to
support childrearing with a broad range of measures.

The discussion in the second symposium, “Thinking about the Future of
Children and the Media” focused on issues raised by the TV game and
media producers present, Ms. Hiromi Seki, Chief Producer at Toei
Animation, indicated that they discussed some of the very complicated
questions that came up during production regarding child psychology
and living environment. Typical of the Japanese Society of Child
Science, it was a discussion that provided fresh viewpoints on children
that often are obscured when animation and videogames are simply
condemned as instruments of commercialism,
